2. Each member signs up family and friends to sponsor their walk, donating to your Club and the John Giles Foundation.

3. Clubs take part in local 5km routes taking place around the country on Sunday 27th of March.

4. Clubs simply retain 50% of funds raised. ‘Walk of Dreams’ captain ensures captains card is complete and returns with all sponsorship cards and half amount raised to John Giles Foundation, PO Box 11977 by Friday, 1st April.
